Use The Right Image Format
The 3 most common image formats on the web are .jpg, .png and .gif. Brief summaries of each image file format and when you should use it.
· png: Use PNG images if the image has text in it. Also, if you need a transparent background. Produces higher quality images but have a larger file size.
· gif: Use GIF images for very small images such as a 5*5px background tile, or also for animated images. GIF is the best choice for animated images.
· jpg: Use JPG images for displaying photos, illustration images, etc. Recognized by devices and fast load times.

HTML and CSS offer many possibilities and you the possibility of resizing images by specifying the width and height. That’s a feature, but the image isn’t resized, it’s only displayed at a smaller size. You want to display a 100px width image, then, resize your original image to 100px and display the resized version instead of the original. Then this will result in a faster web page load and a better experience for visitors to the site. Use CSS3 Effects Instead of Images.
